MORFOLOGIA DE LA PRUEBA

| (A) COMPREHENSION (4 points)

En esta seccion se intenta comprobar la comprensidn del texto por parte del/de la estudiante. La seccion se estructura
en dos apartados:

a) Dos preguntas de tipo general (wh-question) que el/la estudiante debe contestar con sus propias palabras. En la
puntuacién de este apartado se tendra en cuenta la correccién gramatical de las respuestas. Las instrucciones que
apareceran en la prueba seran:

Answer questions 1-2 according to the information given in the text. Use your own words.

(1 point per answer)

b) Cuatro preguntas del tipo verdadero/falso, en las que el/la estudiante debe justificar sus respuestas segun el texto. No
se penalizara la expresion. Las instrucciones que apareceran en la prueba seran:

Are these statements True or False? Justify your answers with the precise words or phrases from the text.

(0.5 points per answer)

| (B) USE OF ENGLISH (3 points)

En esta seccion el/la estudiante demostrara su competencia en el uso de la lengua inglesa, tanto en lo referente a
gramatica como a Iéxico. El apartado constard de un maximo de 8 enunciados distintos de entre los 15 tipos de
ejercicios que se especifican a continuacion, aunque no necesariamente habra 8 enunciados diferentes, pues una
misma instruccién puede ser comdn a varias preguntas. La proporcién de preguntas de Iéxico no podra superar en total
1 punto de los 3 adjudicados a la seccién completa.

“The highest level of something” (noun) possible answer; PEAK

CRITERIOS GENERALES DE CORRECCION

| (A) COMPREHENSION (4 puntos)

Esta seccion se estructura en dos apartados:

a) Cada una de las dos preguntas vale 1 punto, del que 0,5 corresponde a la comprensién y 0,5 a expresion,
calificadas con 0,50; 0,25; 0, dependiendo del grado de adecuacion. En caso de que se responda acertadamente
pero copiando literalmente del texto, se obtendra 0,5 puntos en comprensién y 0 puntos en correccién gramatical,
por no haber habido una produccion propia. Si no se demostrara comprension, la puntuacién de la respuesta sera
0. Por tanto, la puntuacion total de cada pregunta puede ser 1; 0,75; 0,50; 0,25; 0. (Puntuacién total del apartado: 2
puntos)

b) Cuatro preguntas del tipo verdadero/falso, en las que ellla estudiante debera justificar con exactitud su respuesta
segun el texto. Este apartado valora exclusivamente la comprensién y no la expresién. Cada una de las preguntas
vale 0,5 absoluto, y si no se justifica la respuesta, la puntuacion sera 0. Se considerara valida la respuesta que
copie la parte exacta del texto donde aparezca la informacion relevante, o cualquier otra que ofrezca dicha
informacion con las palabras propias del/de la alumno/a. Sélo se admitiran puntos suspensivos si acotan de
forma precisa el comienzo y el final de la parte exacta del texto. Dar sélo el niimero de linea no sera
aceptado como justificacion. (Puntuacion total del apartado: 2 puntos)

| (B) USE OF ENGLISH (3 puntos)

Las preguntas de Iéxico seran puntuadas con 0,25 absoluto, 0 nada, sin gradacién posible. En caso de dar mas de una
respuesta, sdlo se considerara la primera de ellas.

La puntuacion de las preguntas de gramatica sera de esta manera:
-La respuesta es correcta y no presenta ningun error: 0,5 puntos.
-La respuesta es correcta, pero tiene algun error: 0,25 puntos.

-No se responde a lo que expresamente se pide: 0 puntos.

El contenido semantico de las oraciones que el/la estudiante produzca no tiene por qué coincidir necesariamente con la
informacion del texto.

| (C) PRODUCTION (3 puntos)

En esta seccion se valorara la capacidad de expresar ideas y comunicarse en un inglés aceptable. Se tendran en
cuenta tres apartados:

(C1) Correccion gramatical (los errores repetidos sélo se tendran una vez en cuenta).

(C2) Riqueza y precisidn léxica.

(C3) Aspectos textuales y comunicativos.

Cada uno de estos apartados sera calificado con 1; 0,75; 0,50; 0,25; 0, dependiendo del grado de adecuacién.



CRITERIOS ESPECIFICOS DE CORRECCION
La Ponencia de Bachillerato de Andalucia desea subrayar la importancia de que el acercamiento a la correccion de la
seccion (C) PRODUCTION ha de hacerse desde una dptica positiva. Se ha de valorar cuanto de positivo haya podido
llevar a cabo ellla estudiante, y no fijarse o0 anclarse s6lo en los aspectos negativos (errores gramaticales sobre todo).
Los criterios que a continuacién se expresan son puntos orientativos, lineas basicas de actuacion correctora positiva:

(C1) CORRECCION GRAMATICAL
-El orden de los constituyentes inmediatos de una oracién es correcto (SVOA, por ejemplo, en estructuras oracionales
afirmativas).
-No hay fallos de concordancia (Sujeto-Verbo, Presentador-Sustantivo, efc).
-Las formas pronominales son correctas.
-Se utilizan los cuantificadores (much, many, etc) correctamente.
-El uso de las preposiciones es correcto.
-Es correcta la formulacién de estructuras negativas.
-Se utilizan los tiempos verbales adecuados.
-Las particulas temporales (ago, for, since, already, etc.) se usan adecuadamente.
-Se emplean modales en contextos apropiados.
-Se emplean formas adecuadas de los modales (ej. Presencia/ausencia de la particula “t0”).
-El uso de los articulos en sus referencias genéricas/especificas es correcto.
-El uso de la estructura posesiva (genitivo sajon) es correcto.
-No se pluralizan los adjetivos.
-No hay errores en la formacion de los tiempos verbales.
-Se conocen los plurales irregulares.

(C2) RIQUEZA Y PRECISION LEXICA
-No se utilizan palabras en espafiol, ni Spanglish ni Franglais.
-Se han elegido términos concretos y precisos.
-No se confunden términos basicos (go/come, learn/teach, lend/borrow, let/leave, etc.).
-No se confunden las categorias gramaticales (bored por boring, 0 viceversa).
-No se abusa de muletillas o0 modismos para inflar el texto.

(C3) ASPECTOS TEXTUALES Y COMUNICATIVOS.
-La organizacién del texto es clara (su secuenciacion es légica).
-El texto no es repetitivo ni confuso.
-Cada parrafo contiene una idea nueva y relevante informativamente, sin divagar.
-Las ideas se introducen con los conectores adecuados. Se hace uso también de adecuada correferencialidad.
-La aproximacion al tema es original o, al menos, coherente.
-La presentacion es limpia y ordenada. La letra es clara.
-La ortografia es correcta.
-El texto esta claramente repartido en parrafos.
-Los signos de puntuacién estan correctamente utilizados.
-El texto, en general, indica madurez por parte del/de la estudiante. Comunica.
-El texto, en general, indica un dominio en el uso de la lengua inglesa a fin de comunicar ideas y argumentar puntos de
vista.

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PRUEBA TIPO 2007-2008
STANDBY POWER

Electrical power has changed our lives and given us phenomenal advantages. But do we know just how much power
we are using when we switch things off or put them into standby mode?

Electronic devices like TVs, videos or stereos—anything which has a remote control—have to have live components
to allow you to switch them on remotely, so there’s a bit of what's called standby power. Standby power can range

5  between ten or fifteen watts and occasionally beyond, which on its own is not a lot, but, if you get half a dozen devices on
standby, that is the equivalent of a 60 watt bulb.

All around the house we waste power; the modern home is full of equipment that sits ‘half on’ waiting to immediately
spring to life when we ask it. In the 1970s a typical home contained 17 energy-using products; today the number has
doubled. The rise in popularity of computers and other devices has created a huge need for power; and the large volume

10  of sales has wiped out the effect of energy efficiency measures in new devices. Figures for standby power use in the
home are astonishing: TVs alone cost €50 million, and produce a total of 3.1 million tonnes of CO2.

If you don’t turn your PC off completely, it's always drawing some kind of power. If a million users unplugged their
PCs, instead of ‘hibernating’ them, it would save the equivalent of 250 thousand litres of gasoline a day.
