HISPANIC STUDIES PROGRAM

Language and culture are intertwined in the Hispanic Studies
Program (HSP). - The HSP comprises several courses and is
addressed to international students who wish to have a more
comprehensive learning experience.

The-academic offer is composed of a wide range of courses
« General courses on Spanish language and culture.

« Specific courses which focus on communicative abilities and
skills, and aim at improving the use of Spanish.

» Monographic courses which integrate language learning
with contents related to specific areas, such as literature,
history, culture, society, economy, and health, among others.

The HSP is taught along the academic year (600 hours) or per
semester (300 hours). The courses can be validated as ECTS
(European Credit Transfer System) credits.
